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UNAUTHORIZED USE OF A MOTOR VEHICLE (U.U.M.V.)

(When a person is given permission to operate a motor vehicle for any reason, but refuses to return it.)

The WICHITA FALLS POLICE DEPARTMENT mandates, the following procedure MUST be taken to confirm the offender has been officially notified to return the vehicle and declines to do so. It is the sole responsibility of the reportee to meet these requirements. The vehicle WILL NOT be listed as STOLEN until this procedure has been followed.

1. Send a letter certified mail; return receipt requested, to the offender’s last known address, advising they have five (5) days to return the vehicle, or felony charges will be filed against them. Include a detail description of the vehicle in your letter, including license number, vehicle identification number, color, style, etc. Make and retain a duplicate of the letter for your records.  (Copy of official letter attached).

2. 5 Calendar days AFTER you receive your receipt, or the undelivered letter from the post office, (provided the vehicle has NOT been returned), go to the WICHITA FALLS POLICE DEPARTMENT to file an unauthorized use of a vehicle report. Bring your receipt or unopened letter and title (or proof of ownership) to your vehicle with you at this time. If the certified letter was returned, DO NOT open it and leave the receipt attached. The Detective will need all the above mentioned components to prepare a case.
3. A notarized (sworn) statement will be required, describing the circumstances of event(s) leading up to the filing of charges in this case.
